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MORE THAN 50 THOUSAND PEOPLE BENEFIT FROM
QUALITY WATER IN THE DISTRICT OF MOGOVOLAS, IN
NAMPULA PROVINCE:-

Around 40 rural communities from the district of Mogovolas, in
Nampula Province, have benefitted from an equal amount of
water fountains, constructed in the ambit of the Rural Water
Project, financed by Millennium Challenge Account Mozam-
bique. The lack of water in the district of Mogovolas, is a cycli-
cal phenomenon and in the most critical phase the population
has to resort to the Meluli and Muatua rivers, in order to stock
up with water. These water fountains are an integral part of the
first batch of 150 water points from a total of 600 water points
that MCA Mozambique is going to construct, 350 water points in
the Nampula Province and 250 in Cabo Delgado.

In total, in this first phase, 150 water points were built, 100 in the
Province of Nampula, in the districts of Meconta, Nampula-Ra-
pale and Mogovolas and 50 in the Province of Cabo Delgado,
in the districts of Nangade, Mocimboa da Praia and Palma. The
